Amberley Bus Service to recommence

 

Transport operator Red Bus is to recommence the week day bus service between Amberley and Christchurch from Monday, 4 April 2011.

The service which commenced at the end of January 2011 has not been operating since the 22 February earthquake.

Paul McNoe, Red Bus, Chief Executive, said:

‘The Amberley service had not been achieving the anticipated level of service, and we are taking the opportunity to make some small changes which we hope will better suit Amberley’s transport needs.’

A smaller bus and reduced fares are included in these changes.

Fares will be $7.50 adults, $5.00 children (one way)

The service will depart Amberley at 7.15am, traveling via Kaiapoi and then along  Main North and Papanui Roads direct to the city terminus in Bealey Avenue. 

The return service will depart the Bealey Avenue terminus at 4.30pm.  It is hoped the earlier departure from the city will better suit school students.

The service will be reviewed at the end of April 2011.
